Spiritual Gifts Questionnaire
The following is a spiritual gifts assessment questionnaire. Upon the conclusion of this questionnaire we will have begun a journey of discovery of your spiritual gifts. This questionnaire is not to be considered the final word but rather the beginning of the journey. As you interact with this questionnaire you will find many statements that may sound to you like value judgments. You are to answer these according to passion not according to morality or standards. This questionnaire is focused to determine personal passion and Holy Spirit giftedness in the Lord’s work and not necessarily your innate talents. If you should stop and consider any one statement for too long you are probably thinking about it way to much and should just score the statement with your first impression.
Here is how to score each statement. You should take each statement and apply it to your present experience. Take the score sheet and place the appropriate score in the box for each statement. To score appropriately; if you come to the conclusion that the statement:

A) Has no meaning in your life or you do not feel in any way that it describes you; rate the statement as a 0. 

B) Has some meaning in your life but only because you feel it is necessary or because you have determined if you didn’t no one would; rate the statement a 5
C) Has potential to be a major part of my life but technically I do not feel like it is an overwhelming passion… yet; rate the statement a 10
D) Has nailed you as close as a standardized statement can. It begins to address a passion or a burden you feel and perhaps with some clarification might describe you in a nutshell; rate the statement a 20
1) I feel more at home working in the background in a supporting role than in leading or managing.

3) When I am feeling devotion towards God I express my devotion through artistic means.
